Corrective Action Verifications and Record Retention



Purpose: Corrective Action verifications are conducted after implementation.  Examples of exceptions would be document changes that can be verified immediately after posting and infrequent production runs where the verification would be put on hold until the next run. 

Scope: Provide structure to document the actions taken to reduce risk in the future
1. The President / Quality Manager will review the effectiveness of the CAR / CAPA. Failures are reported to ARB.
2. The verification data should be entered in the IQMS CAR / CAPA section of the form.

3. Approvals will be automatically sent to the Functional Manager who has authority and responsibility for the correcting and verification of the issue, the President, and the Quality Manager to approve, and close out the CAR / CAPA.
4. CAR / CAPA will be kept on file in the IQMS system for a minimum of three years until they are achieved.
