Manufacturing Process Manual



Purpose: Written instructions on how to manufacture or assemble products correctly each time a work order is running in production. The Manufacturing Process Manual will also give quality and packaging requirements. 
Scope: All Production Approved Products and Assemblies. 
Manufacturing Process Manual
1.
The Manufacturing Process Manual begins as part of the New Project Engineering Master File created by the Engineering team. 
2.          Work instructions shall be developed with the aid from the “Engineering, Project Coordinator” during the sample run.
4.
The Base Setup Sheets F80.7243.1 and F80.7243.3 Controlled Setup Sheet shall be kept in the Network Drive. Assembly will not need a Process Setup Sheet. 
5.
The completed Manufacturing Process Manual shall be distributed for approval on the Work Instruction signatures section and the revision history filled out. 
6.
Manuals shall be kept by Engineering for the life of the project.
  7.
If Engineering makes a change to the Manufacturing Process Manual the process manual shall be distributed for approval in the Work Instruction signatures section and the revision history filled out.

Manufacturing Process Manuals will be identified by a color code.
